Meeting called to order by Jeff Braun, Fort Bend County Emergency Management Coordinator at 1:35 pm.
Project Updates:

· Janette Walker provided information about NIMSCAST and indicated that all jurisdictions need to have completed the NIMSCAST update by the end of January.  

· Walker also provided an update on the Regional WebEOC Project, indicating that regular meetings are taking place and that during 2009 it is hoped that the system will be available to emergency managers across the H-GAC region (in addition to the UASI area).

· Walker and Alan Spears updated the attendees on the completion of the AM Alert Radio System (AM1670) and indicated that new signs “marketing” the station have been erected throughout the County.  It was also noted that some damage occurred during Hurricane Ike and that OEM is working to get the damage repaired.
· Spears indicated that 800 MHz radios are being returned to each School District now that they have been properly inventoried.  These radios are placed in secondary schools in Fort Bend public schools to assist with emergency response when needed.
· Robert Stone provided a brief overview of the progress being made on the construction of a Communications Trailer that will be utilized by the County’s amateur radio group, EMROG, during future emergencies.  
· Shauna Evans provided an update on the County’s CERT program.  She indicated that several dedicated CERT alumni have been assisting OEM in organizing the files.  She also indicated that OEM will be meeting with Meadows Place officials next week to start planning for the re-start of the CERT course that was interrupted and postponed because of Hurricane Ike.

· Braun updated the group on the implementation of the Regional PIER System.

· Braun provided a quick overview of debris management issues.  First, the updated Debris Management Plan will be taken to Commissioners Court in February for adoption.  This action was delayed by Hurricane Ike.  Also, County will be renewing with TFR, Inc. and also Beck Disaster Recovery for debris removal and debris monitoring for upcoming hurricane season.

· Karl Floyd presented an update on public health preparedness project activities.  He provided a summary report on the facility setup exercise for POD at Travis High School; 65 participants and 12 law enforcement present.  Floyd and David Olinger will be working closely with Lt. Danny Jan to integrate law enforcement into future planning and exercises.  Floyd also noted that HHS is developing a “pill crushing video” after learning that no such video exists across nation.  Floyd summarized the Medical Reserve Corps training schedule for 2009.  He also provided an update on patient tracking activities.
New Business:

· Walker provided an update on expiration dates related to Personal Protective Equipment purchased back around 2005/2006.  Canisters could be expiring and replacements will need to be purchased.  Each individual agency is responsible for the replacement of the canisters.  Walker indicated that she had already sent out email concerning this matter with information on where to purchase canisters if needed.

· Walker provided an overview of issues related to County-wide Mitigation Action Plan.
· Walker and Braun provided an overview the upcoming meetings related to the development of a County-wide Multiyear Training and Exercise Plan.

· Spears provided an update on HUREX 2009, the State’s Hurricane Exercise.  It appears that the focus of the exercise will be primarily related to sheltering and re-entry to coastal areas.  At this point, it seems unlikely that Fort Bend County would participate in HUREX 2009; however, Spears will be attending another meeting next week to see if there is any new relevant information.

· Braun provided the group with an overview of the efforts in emergency preparedness being made by the FBC LIDS Emergency Response Plan Committee.

· Braun provided information about a host of upcoming emergency management related events.

· Braun provided updates on the 2009 State Homeland Security Grant Program and Urban Area Security Initiative Grant Program tentative allocations.

· Braun also provided an update on emergency management bills filed during the 2009 session of the Texas Legislature.
