Meeting called to order by Jeff Braun, Fort Bend County Emergency Management Coordinator at 1:35 pm.
Project Updates:

· Janette Walker provided an update on the Regional WebEOC Project.  Walker noted that during Spring 2009 efforts will be made to expand the usage of WebEOC to the entire H-GAC region.  Braun encouraged others to become involved in the Regional WebEOC effort; those with interest should contact either Walker or Braun.
· Walker also provided an update on the Multi-Year Training & Exercise Plan.  She distributed a copy of the draft agenda and explained who should attend the Kickoff Meeting which will be held within the next couple of weeks.

· Braun noted that Alan Spears has set the date for the initial 2009 Traffic Management Plan meeting.  The meeting will be held on March 17th at the County EOC.

· Braun noted that the County’s Debris Management Plan will be officially updated by the Commissioners Court at an upcoming meeting.  After it is approved, Janette Walker will send out the updated version to the Debris Management Steering Committee and all jurisdictions.

· Shauna Evans provided an update on the County’s CERT Program.  The next class will be held in Meadows Place starting on March 30th.  It appears that a second class will be held in Pecan Grove; perhaps starting in April.  Other possible candidate areas for CERT classes include Sienna Plantation, Pecan Bend, Sugar Land, and Kendleton.  Evans noted that the Regional CERT Rodeo was recently held in Humble and the County’s team placed in third place.  Evans also noted that an OEM Volunteer Newsletter will be distributed before the end of February 2009. 

· Daniel Kosler provided a brief update on HHS/EMS activities; primarily an update of the new patient tracking system.  The pilot project was completed on February 15th.  A meeting will soon be held with those hospitals that participated in the pilot, including OakBend Medical Center and Methodist Sugar Land.  Other coordination meetings will take place with the vendor (Salamander) and the Regional Hospital Preparedness Council.  Kosler indicated that the plan is to “go live” with eight units in April 2009.

New Business:

· Braun updated the group on HUREX 2009.  He indicated that the last meeting, held in early February, made it clear that Fort Bend County, as a pass-through county, would really not have a role in the regional exercise this year.  After some discussion, those in attendance agreed that participation in HUREX 2009 was not logical this year.
· Walker provided information about the 3rd Annual FBC Emergency Preparedness Workshop.  At this time, the event is planned to be similar to the 2008 event, but probably will be held at the Stafford Centre this year.  Walker is working with Jennifer Taylor to work out the details and a date.  The event will be sponsored by OEM, Texas AgriLife, and the City of Stafford.  Walker will be sending out more information as it become available.

· Walker provided an update on the Addicks-Barker Reservoir exercise development activities.  She indicated that a large Tabletop Exercise is being planned and it will probably be held in June 2009.  After discussion, it was agreed that it would be good to hold a Workshop prior to the Tabletop.
· Taylor indicated that the City of Stafford would be holding a tabletop exercise on March 10th and a full scale exercise on May 6th.  The focus of these exercises will be “active shooter” related.  Taylor indicated that others would be welcomed to observe or assist and they should contact her if interested.

· Cliff Aldrich noted that the City of Weston Lakes is working to establish an emergency management committee consisting of the City, MUD, Country Club, and volunteers appointed by Council Members.  He also noted that Neil Frank would be the City’s weather advisor.

· Ray Burciaga indicated that the City of Richmond is working on building out its Emergency Operations Center.  Some of the funding for this effort will be coming from SHSP monies that the County helped the City secure last month (though not available until later in 2009).  He also mentioned that the City would be holding an Open House for its New Fire Station #3 on February 26th between 4:00 pm – 8:00 pm.

· John Sheffield indicated that the City of Missouri City is working on a functional exercise focused on pipelines and hazardous materials.

· Michael Clanton informed the group that the City of Sugar Land has recently reorganized some operations.  He indicated that OEM now is a direct report to an Assistant City Manager instead of being a division in the Fire Department.  Clanton indicated that the City is planning a “notification” exercise sometime in June 2009.  He also indicated that they are still working on AAR items related to Hurricane Ike and also are heavily involved in PIER System training.

· Braun noted that many of these updates related to exercises are a fantastic demonstration why the development of a multi-jurisdictional, multi-disciplinary approach to planning for training and exercises is necessary.

· Braun provided an overview of upcoming events.
