• DISASTER FIRE SUPPRESSION 
• DISASTER MEDICAL OPERATIONS  
• LIGHT SEARCH AND RESCUE OPERATIONS 
• DISASTER PSYCHOLOGY AND TEAM ORGANIZATION  
• DISASTER SIMULATION (skills practice and application)  

Graduates will be issued safety equipment and disaster supplies to use during the class 
scenario and to respond with. Members will also be asked to participate and be active in 
CERT Alumni programs and continuing education hours in order to remain credentialed.
