The Fort Bend County Emergency Man­
agement Radio Operators Group is a group 
of enthusiastic amateur radio operators 

wishing to be involved in disaster commu­
nications in the County and the Region 
during emergency situation and exercises. 
These operators are trained to be 
"Automatic" rather than "Walk-in" re­

sponders. Their goal is to provide commu­
nications for all phases of emergency pre­
paredness and to be vigilant of the needs of 
the citizens of Fort Bend County. EMROG 
members also relates Sky Warn storm re­
ports to the National Weather Service dur­
ing times of threatening weather.

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What do EMROG members do 
in an emergency? 

Utilizing training provided by members of the lo­
cal Office of Emergency Management and coordi­
nated with the Fort Bend County's Office of Emer­
gency Management, EMROG teams will support 
first responders, provide immediate assistance to 
victims and organize volunteers at a disaster site. 
EMROG members will also assist with non­

emergency projects that help improve the safety of 
the community. 

How does EMROG help Fort 
Bend County? 

Using the training learned in the classroom and 
during exercises, EMROG members will be able 
to assist others in their neighborhoods or work­
places following an event when professional re­
sponders are not immediately available to help. 

What is RACES? 

Radio Amateur Civil Emergency Service 
(RACES), is administered by local, county and 
state emergency management agencies, and 
supported by the Federal Emergency Manage­
ment Agency (FEMA) of the United States 
government. It is a part of the Amateur Radio 
Service that provides radio communications for 
civil-preparedness purposes only during peri­
ods of local, regional or national civil emergen­
cies. These emergencies are not limited to war­
related activities, but can include natural disas­
ters such as fires, floods and earthquakes.
